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Text of the speech of the Chairman, BiARDA, 
DroRafiq Zakaria, at the fourth meeting to 
be held on 14th February 19760 

• 
I am glad to welcome you to this meeting. Perhaps it has 

been called at short notice and the agenda papers have also reached 
you only a feu days ago. This was because the office has been 
busy with the work relating to the 3urrent visit of the Appraisal 
Mission of the World Bank for the Bcxabay Urban Transport Project. 
I am sure that in future we will be able to adhere to our normal 
regulation's namely that the papers 	be despatched 10 days in 
advance of The meeting. 
2, 	The World Bank Mission has almest completed its work and will 
be winding up its visit in a few days time. They have taken keen 
interest in progressing the project :Ind the connected loan. It is 
our expectation that this will materialise in the fiscal year of the 
Bark beryinnin,g July, 1976, and will :flow through the B.M.R.D.A. 
I would like to thank the members of the Mission for the interest 
tha --; they have shown in the course cf their work all this time. 

3. The three Functional Boards a:so r -iet me jointly on the 7th 
ins;ant. This gave me an opportunity of meeting all of them in 
person and also make each person Known to the other. They will 
now be concentrating on their respective tasks, but I feel that it 
would. be  better to have joint meeti'igs every few months so that the 
plann.ng of the Region is undertaker. on an overall basis, with each 
secto3 merging with the other harmo-..iously. 

4. among the items of the agenda or to-day 's meeting you will 
noti7a that there are three of inte2est to the development of the 

The largest and perhaps the most significant relates to 
the residents of the slum colonies )n Government and municipal lands 
where improvements have already bee: undertaken by the Slum Improve-
ment bard, to help them in reconstructing their dwellings to the 
desird layout and to a satisfactor7 -  deslgn. At the rate of Rs.4000/- 
per dulling, a sum of Rupees one core should enable 2500 units to 
c ome u annually. By a process of rotaton, the same amount 
could cnable more and more units to 'hce reconstructed in the years 
to come, This is in keeping with the concept of Sites and Services 
in whirrb the Government of India has shown keen interest for some 
time pa3t; it promotes the principl ,_: of se:,f-interest among the 
residents and encourages them to bui:d up their savings in life. 
The 417thority may discuss this subject and perhaps like to recom-
mend :t to the State Government for consideration as a Plan Scheme, 
to be covered by Section 18(1) (a) of -,he Act. 

5. e second significant loan to be considered is to the 1v1AFC0 
for accelerating the construction of tie new wholesale markets at 
Washi. This would considerably assist in the decongestion of parts 
of Sout Bombay and also its streets from the traffic with movement 
into th; City daily and movement out cf trucks in order to carry 
potatoes and onions to the suburbs 	eycn to ;:n . :3 other places 
beyond, This step will also undoubtedly promote tIE growth of New 
Bombay is -tr than it has been able tc achieve so DI 

6. gird such item which we would be discussing ielates to two 
specific programmes proposed by the 3hiwandi and Khotoi.i mu n i(A-
palitiss for development of select areas in their jurisdiction. 
These had been presented by them earlier to HUDCO through the 
State Government but they required review as advised b.! HUDCO. 
Howe , er, they may be appropriate or the B.M.R.D.A. to Teal with, 
as t/ey are in the nature of area development schemes. r`lae plans 
may however have to be re-drawn •!.n order to create smallet ,  plots 
in keeping with the current costs of building constructitt.
