The Dy. Metropolitan C6r=issioner explained the 

stork Programme. 

Shri Thanekar, Chairman, Improvements Committee, 

BMC, observed that slums have been growing very fast 

and some of the projects like the Bandra-Kurla Complex 

would be frustrated before they are . taken -  up for 

• execution. 	 . • 
Shri BaburaoShete (Mayor and Vice-Chairman) 

• observed that the Work Programme did not show much 

progress in the work of the BMRDA. There were too 

any studies, many of which were being continued from 

year to year. 

In particular, he referred to the studies of 

_regional Housing Policy, Fisheries, Nhava-Sheva,  

Cffice Location Policy and Village Develtpment. 

Intervening in the discussion, the Metropoli-

tan Commissioner explained that our principal function 

was 'planning co-ordination and project formulation. In 

regard to Housing, we had indicated the Housing Policy 

and the volume of housing required.; but the actual 

execution of the Housing Polity was the function of the 

METAA and not the BIIRDA. The Metropolitan Cemmissioner 

also pointed out that there was some misunderstanding 

about the studies in respect of the Office Location 

Policy and the Staggering of Office Hours. These studies 

were not meant for the office• of the BMRDA but for all' 

the offices in Bombay. 

Shri Dharap raised the question whether with 

about 10 vacancies of elected members, the meeting was 

competent to pass the Work Programme and the Budget. 

The Metropolitan Commissioner pointed out that because 

of certain legal difficulties arising out of the 

Presidents Rule which. had-been explained to the Members, 

no meeting of the Authority could be held since 

December, 1979 and,` therefore, we had obtained a vote 

on account for experlditure"upto the'end of July by the 

circulation of a proposal to that effect, which has 

been approved by all .the Members of the Authority' 

except one. Therefore, a meeting.of the Authority' to 

pass the budget for the full year and authorise 

expenditure beyond 31.7.1980 was absolutely 'essential. 

About the vacancies on the Authority, the 

Metropolitan Commissioner pointed out that according to 
Section 4A... 

• 
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Section 4A,. the existence efa:vacancy on the 

Authority does not vitiate theprbt&edingsof-- 

the Authority. He had also got this confirmed 

from the Legal Adviser,  The  Metropolitan 
Commissioner, however, -  explained.  that he himself 

was not very happy about the meeting being- held 

with so many vacancies ofelected members; but 

that in view of the necessity of getting the 

budget passed. before the 31st July, 1980, we 

had no other, alternative, especially as the 

L.A. has confirmed that'such a meeting is 

perfectly legal. The Metropolitan CoMmissioner 

pointed'out that if the Work Programme and the 

Budget were not approved, the work of the 

BMRDA - would come to a standstill and it would 

seriously: affect the Work Programme particular- - 

 ly the truck terminal and the BandraKUrla 

Complex where execution work was expected 

to start in the near future. 

The Metropolitan CommissiOner,-.there-

fore, suggested that the meeting should'  - 
approve the Work Programme and the Budget 

but that he would'convene another meeting 

shortly at which the newly elected members. 
would  be  present and at which the work 

Programme and the Budget together with a 

supplementary budget  would  be presented. He 
would  also give  .a  proper  progress' report in 
respect of each scheme. 

The  meeting thereafter  approved the 
Work Programme  and the  Budget for 1980-81(Item No.4)
