3.2.1. 	However, there was a considerable discussion as to 

whether BARBA should continue as Special Planning Authority 

for the area of KCNA which is falling in the jurisdiction of 

Kalyan Municipal Corporation. Some members felt that after 

the formation of Kalyan Municipal Corporation, that Corporation 

should have been allowed to prepare the Development Plan for 

the area under its jurisdiction as was the case with the Bombay 

Municipal Corporation and the Thane Municipal Corporation.

According to him if at 

this stage the work was withdrawn from BMRDA and entrusted to
