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Inauguration of Bhayanderpada Flyover on Ghodbunder Road successfully
completed

Relief from Traffic Congestion; Crucial Link for Routes Leading to Gujarat, Thane,
and Vasai-Virar

The much-awaited Bhayanderpada Flyover, crucial for managing Thane's traffic flow, was inaugurated
today at the hands of Hon’ble Deputy Chief Minister Shri Eknath Shinde. Hon’ble Transport Minister Shri
Pratap Sarnaik and senior officials from MMRDA were also present at the event.

A key highlight of this flyover is that it has been constructed on the viaduct of Metro Lines 4 and 4A,
ensuring optimal land usage and seamless integration between road and metro systems. Once metro
services begin in the future, residents in the area will have easy access to metro stations.

This project is expected to significantly streamline and accelerate traffic movement for vehicles traveling
between Thane, Bhiwandi, Navi Mumbai, JNPT, Borivali, Vasai-Virar, and Gujarat.

Key Project Highlights:

e Total Ramp Length: 601 meters
(Thane end —391.48 m, Underpass — 20.4 m, Borivali end — 189.88 m)
e Carriageway: 2+2 lanes (7.5 m + 7.5 m)
e Underpass: 2 x 2 lanes (Length 20.4 m x Width 19.7 m)
e Traffic Volume: Approximately 73,333 PCUs

Strategic Benefits:

e Ghodbunder Road serves as a critical interstate freight corridor from Gujarat to JNPT.

e Traffic congestion between Gaimukh and Waghbil is expected to be significantly reduced.

e The current burden caused by heavy goods vehicles and daily office commuters on this road will
be eased.



e The flyover will reduce overall travel time and improve average driving speed.

Direct Benefits for Local Residents:

Residents of Thane East, Ghodbunder Road, Gaimukh, Kasarvadavali, Brahmand, Waghbil, and
Bhayanderpada will experience direct benefits. Daily commuting will become faster, safer, and more
convenient.

Additionally, a dedicated subway has been constructed beneath the flyover for pedestrians and local
traffic to cross both sides of Ghodbunder Road safely. This will reduce pressure on the flyover itself and
help eliminate bottlenecks between Gaimukh and Waghbil, leading to faster and less polluted traffic
movement on the Ghodbunder stretch.

This project is not just a road—it’s a transformation in lifestyle that brings relief to the people of
Thane. The improvement on a crucial route like Ghodbunder Road will not only streamline traffic but
also act as a catalyst for the overall development of the region.
