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Consul-General of Singapore Calls on Metropolitan Commissioner, MMRDA;
Discussions Held on Advancing Singapore Partnerships and Davos MoUs

Dr. Sanjay Mukherjee, |1AS, Metropolitan Commissioner. MMRDA. apprised that:

"MMRDA'’s Land Disposal Policy has been approved by the Authority and the State Cabinet
and, upon notification, will provide a transparent framework for land allocation under
approved FDI norms. This will support timely project structuring and enable serious global
partners, including Singapore institutions and companies, to progress from MoUs to on-
ground investments."

The meeting reaffirmed the shared commitment to deepen Singapore—Maharashtra
economic cooperation and to convert strategic engagements into tangible outcomes for the
Mumbai Metropolitan Region.
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
